The objective of the drug driving project is to bring
together national policy makers, key opinion leaders and
the private sector. The idea is to raise their awareness of
the need to prevent drug driving in Europe.
All across Europe, new ways to combat driving under
the influence of drugs are being developed and put into
practice. New enforcement strategies and improved
detection techniques are being combined with more
effective penalties and rehabilitation courses. In Norway,
for example, fines are imposed as multiples of the
perpetrator's income with incremental increases based
on drug concentrations. Another
example is the United Kingdom with
a highly regarded, highly successful
awareness-raising campaign to prevent
drug driving.
