WipeAlyser is an electronic analyser. 

It is used to objectively

• evaluate, 

• store and 

• document

rapid drug screening test results 

by mobile users.
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Using WipeAlyser with DrugWipe

• WipeAlyser is compatible with 

DrugWipe S tests.

• The device returns a qualitative result, 

i.e. positive/negative.

• DrugWipe can still be evaluated 

visually.

• The WipeAlyser result is authoritative.

• Drug combinations and cutoffs depend 

on the DrugWipe type used.
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WipeAlyser – a drug pre-screening device

• WipeAlyser is a screening test device.

• Positive results must be validated by the laboratory.
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Temperature

• Operating temperature: +5 to +40°C 

(same as DrugWipe)

• Storage temperature: −30 to +80°C

(up to 24 hours)

• The temperature is monitored by the device 

and checked prior to measurement.

Dust and moisture

• WipeAlyser is protected against dust and 

splash water (IP 54).

• WipeAlyser is resistant to splash water

(printer lid closed); however, heavy rain

and long-term exposure can still damage 

the device.

• Contamination of the optical system with 

dust can affect the measurement result. 

Run the QC test at regular intervals.

Sample collection

according to DrugWipe 

instructions for use

The test is initiated 

in WipeAlyser and 

automatically read 

after a preset time. 

The test is initiated 

outside WipeAlyser, the 

time is taken manually and 

then read in WipeAlyser.

Timer enabled Timer disabled
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How to perform the analysis
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• While the test develops, place the device on a level 

surface or hold it horizontally and do not tilt.

• Prolonged or excessive tilting (>30°) will abort the 

measurement.

• If the device detects a tilt, the user is alerted by 

the water level symbol (and possibly an acoustic 

signal):

• Do not move or withdraw the DrugWipe during the 

measurement.

• Make sure that the DrugWipe is inserted all the way

(otherwise, level sensor will prevent measurement).
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Result display

• The test result on the left is positive for 

amphetamines/methamphetamine and opiates 

and negative for cannabis and cocaine.

• The View image button lets you enable a 

schematic view of the lines on the DrugWipe.

• If the result is invalid, the measurement must be 

repeated. 

One reason for invalid results could be excessive 

tilting of the device during the measurement.

• The administrator

configures the fields as 

mandatory or optional.

• You use the scanner icon      

to activate the 

integrated scanner and 

enter a barcode.
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Data Input – Summary
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• A summary appears after 

data input.

• The test subject can sign

using the finger or stylus.

• After storing the record, it 

can be output using the 

built-in printer.

• The electronic signature is 

only stored in the device.
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Printing

• The printout contains all the data fields that were 

filled out (except for the test subject’s signature).

• It also shows all the device and test data.
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How to view stored results
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• Select Results from the 

main menu to view stored

records.
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Result display

• Details lets you view all the stored data.

• Display image lets you view a screenshot

of the DrugWipe read out window and the 

electronic signature.

• Edit lets you retroactively modify the entries 

in the record.

(Note: The Edit function may require 

administrator rights.)

• The result itself is not editable.
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Maintenance & service

• WipeAlyser must be serviced and possibly 

calibrated every two years.

• If the device is due for service, a warning

appears during start-up.

• Servicing and calibration tasks are performed 

by the manufacturer.

• Please contact your service partner.
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QC test

• The QC test interval is 

configured by the 

administrator.

• Insert the QC test cartridges 

one by one and confirm by 

selecting Test 1 or Test 2.

• In case of abnormalities or 

implausible measurement 

results, we recommend 

running an unscheduled

QC test.
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QC test 

• If the QC test is a pass, the 

test interval is automatically 

reset.

• In case of an error message, 

the QC test must be repeated.

• If the test is another fail, 

please contact your service 

partner. 
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Device info/check
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• Device info/check lets you 

view device information.

• If Scan mandatory is 

activated, the barcode on 

the DrugWipe tubular bag 

must be scanned before 

each test in order to verify 

the test type, batch and 

shelf life.

• In this menu it is possible to 

manually initiate a self-

check or QC test.

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Log file
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• The log file is a record of all

the actions performed on 

the device.

Date/time
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• Date and time can be set 

manually or automatically 

via GPS.

• Without GPS reception, the 

date and time can only be 

entered manually.

• Format lets you configure 

the date format.
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Display/eco
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• Decreasing the display 

brightness will save power.

• In Eco mode, the display 

will be dimmed while the 

device remains powered on

(blue LED).

• WipeAlyser will automatically 

power off after the time 

defined under Auto-off has 

elapsed.
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Sound
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• Test result signal will 

indicate completion of the 

measurement by an 

acoustic signal.

• Signal level sensor will 

warn the user in case of 

excessive tilting of the 

device.

• Uncritical warnings can 

be indicated by an 

acoustic signal if desired.
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Printer
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• The Printer menu lets you 

generate a test print.

• The Paper forward and 

Paper backwards buttons 

lets you advance or retract 

the printer paper.

• Paper feed is automatic

when installing a new roll.
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Advanced settings
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• By default, advanced 

settings are restricted to 

administrators and 

super users.

• Administrators can grant 

other users individual 

rights and create 

new users.
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User management
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• Login – With user data only

lets you disable the default 

user.

• In this case, access to the 

device requires the unique

user ID.
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User management
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• User summary lets you 

view the currently stored 

users.

• The administrator can 

define two user levels: 

User and Super user.
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User management
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• New user lets you create 

a new user profile.

• The password to be 

assigned must be entered 

twice and can be displayed

if necessary.

• Rights management lets 

you define the user group.
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User management
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• Deletion of a user cannot 

be undone.

• The data entered for the 

deleted user are retained.
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User management
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• Rights management lets 

you define the changes that 

can be made to users and 

super users.

• Generally, administrator 

rights are never restricted.

Record
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• Record lets you define 

the data entries that are 

mandatory or optional.

• Disabled fields are 

greyed out during input.

• Either Name or Drivers 

license ID or Identity 

card no. must be a 

mandatory field.
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Sensors
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• The GPS sensor can be 

deactivated completely.

• The current temperature

and details about the 

correct level can be stored

with every record.

• If the temperature is outside

the permitted range, the 

system can issue a warning

or the test can be 

disallowed.
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Sensors
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• The timer can be switched

on or off as standard. It is 

also possible to make this 

setting switchable so that, 

for each test, the user can 

decide whether the result is 

to be read immediately or 

not until the test runtime has 

elapsed.
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Self-check
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• We recommend running 

the self-check each time 

the device is powered on.

• Errors that are detected 

during the self-check can 

be defined as critical and 

disallow measurement.

• Device errors that prevent

measurement are always 

critical.
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Service/QC tests
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• Notifications that service

or QC test is due can be 

disabled.

• QC test – Interval lets you 

define the intervals for 

required QC tests.

• The service interval is 

configured by Securetec

when the product ships 

(typically 2 years).

• If QC test mandatory is 

activated, analysis cannot 

be performed after a failed

QC test until another QC 

test has been successfully

completed.
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Anonymise
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• Anonymise will irreversibly 

delete all personal data from 

the device’s internal memory.

• The (anonymised) 

measurement data are 

retained.

• Always anonymise stored 

data before the device is 

transferred to third parties

(privacy).
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Import/Export
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• The stored data can be 

exported to an SD card

from which it can later be 

re-imported. This is useful 

for backing up the device.

• Exported data are 

encrypted and only 

readable by a WipeAlyser

(but not necessarily the 

same device).

• The installation file is provided on the USB stick

included with the delivery.

• The software runs on Windows (version 7 or later).

• Prior to and during installation, a WipeAlyser must be 

connected to the PC and powered on to load the 

required drivers.
